WHEREAS, the safety and effectiveness of our officers and fire fighters is dependent upon
the quality and accuracy of information provided by the dispatcher; and

WHEREAS, the professional dispatchers of the Chino Police Department answered over
125,048 calls in 2024, exhibiting compassion, understanding and professionalism during
the performance of their job and contributing substantially to the high-quality public safety
services provided by the Chino Police Department; and

WHEREAS, the United States Congress has designated the second full week of April as
National Public Safety Telecommunicators Week to honor these men and women and their
crucial role in the protecting life and property; and

WHEREAS, the City of Chino proudly recognizes these dedicated professionals, and
commend them for the past 32 years of service, as well as their continued commitment to
providing quality caring service to the Chino Community.
